Booking Conditions for NDSAC Expeditions

An expedition for these purposes is considered to be any visit to a dive site or other diving-related attraction that is organised or sanctioned by the NDSAC Expeditions Officer or the NDSAC Diving Officer. The location and duration of the expedition are not relevant.

It is your responsibility to validate before booking onto the expedition the suitability of your diving qualifications and current experience with the NDSAC Diving Officer.

The Expeditions Officer will maintain a list of participants for each expedition (and optionally a waiting list). You must sign and return a copy of this form as part of your acceptance on any expedition (one form will cover all of the trips for one year). Deposits once received by the NDSAC Treasurer will only be refunded as described below:

· Your name won’t be put on the list for an expedition until the NDSAC Treasurer has received your deposit as cheque or cash. Accommodation deposits are made at the time of booking and are taken from the money you pay NDSAC. The boat deposit is paid by NDSAC directly and is recoverable from any balance of your deposit.
· If the list is full when you are able to pay your deposit you will be added to the waiting list. You will be moved to the full list after reconfirmation when a vacancy becomes available. Deposits of members on the waiting list will be fully repaid on request.

· The deposit will normally be £50 for weekend expeditions. It will be more for longer trips and will depend on the type of trip.

· The balance is payable at least 4 weeks before the expedition (the Expeditions Officer or Assistant will give you the deadline for each expedition). Failure to pay will result in your deposit being forfeited. Your name will not be added to any further NDSAC Expeditions until all outstanding balances are settled. 

· Expeditions are confirmed when there are six deposits. They are usually costed on the basis of 10 divers and deposits are only refunded when there are at least 10 other divers. Your deposit will not be refunded unless you find someone to fill your place. NDSAC will not find a replacement for you and will continue to solicit other members of the club to go in addition to you. NDSAC reserves the right to refuse a replacement if they are considered by the NDSAC Diving Officer not to be suitably qualified for this particular expedition.

· If NDSAC fails to reach a minimum of six divers later than 2 months after the announcement, the trip may be cancelled by agreement of the full committee. 
· If NDSAC cancels, the club refunds all deposits and takes the loss of the boat and accommodation deposits that have been paid or organised by NDSAC.
· If the skipper cancels (usually only 1 or 2 days prior to the expedition) NDSAC will repay all boat and diving deposits.  Your accommodation deposits will normally be lost – please let the Expeditions Officer or Assistant know immediately if you intend to take up the accommodation irrespective of any cancellation.
· NDSAC is not responsible for any other deposits, costs implied or contingent whether booked through NDSAC, any member of NDSAC or otherwise in the event of cancellation or curtailment of the expedition.
· Only if all NDSAC liabilities for any one expedition are settled with no loss to NDSAC will consideration be given to ex-gratia repayment of any cancelled deposits.
