Membership

There are two classes of NDSAC membership: full diving membership at £8/month and social membership at £4/month.  All members who dive with the club must also be members of a national organisation, e.g. BSAC, PADI or SAA.

Club meetings

We meet at Clayesmore Sports Centre, Iwerne Minster, on Thursday evenings, where we have the pool from 8.30pm to 9.30pm, and afterwards at the Cricketers pub at Shroton.
These pool sessions are free for members and their immediate family.  Guests are also welcome, but we ask for a contribution of £2/session, or alternatively they may become social members of the club.

Diving

We aim to dive throughout the year: locally, off the Dorset coast; weekends away (e.g. Wales, Plymouth, Littlehampton, Cornwall) and often also a week-long trip (e.g. Scilly Isles, Normandy wrecks, Red Sea).  

All club members are encouraged to participate in these club dives, which give divers of all levels the opportunity to broaden their experience and improve their skills, and other family members are welcome to come along too.  

Safety is of vital importance in sub-aqua, and all dives are carried out in accordance with the BSAC’s code of practice.

Training

NDSAC is fortunate to have several members who are qualified BSAC instructors. Training of novice divers usually starts in the autumn, so that the theory and pool training can be covered in the winter, ready for dives in open water in the spring/summer.  Generally novices will achieve their Ocean Diver qualification (which qualifies you to dive to a maximum of 20m) during their first year and Sports Diver (dives to a maximum of 35m) during their second year. 

“Cross-over” training, for those who already have some diving experience, is also available.

At present NDSAC is unable to accept trainees below the age of 18 years.

Costs

The charge for training to Sports Diver is currently £270. This includes the training packs for Ocean Diver and Sports Diver, diving manual and qualification pack; a year’s membership of BSAC, our national body (which gives you a monthly magazine, and third-party insurance cover when you are diving); and your first six months’ NDSAC membership.

Diving Equipment


Trainees will need to buy, hire or borrow a diving suit before diving in the sea. All other kit can be borrowed free of charge from the club during their initial training to Ocean Diver level, although trainees will be responsible for refilling the cylinder they use when they have used it on a dive.  

Social events

NDSAC also holds social events, including a summer barbecue and Christmas dinner, for members, their families and guests.
